Interviewed and questioned Impressions about the Aurora Borealis:

(3.) What comes to your mind about learning the crafts / textile material and colour impression?
Interesting. It is always good to learn something new (Man from Great Britain).

(4.) Before the course “Suomen askeleet”, what was your idea about learning language by learning textile material and colour impression / crafts?

Working at the activity centre for unemployed, we did not study Finnish language. Now I think, well, we could have learned Finnish there by working, if only somebody had been teaching. Everybody there spoke Finnish; we just learned sakset (scissors), neula (needle), lanka (thread). (Russian woman 61)

I thought it a little unusual and could not see how it would work (Man from Great Britain).

(5.) What did you learn about Finnish language when learning the textile material and colour impression before 4.12.12? 
I could not think about anything like this. I did not believe that one could learn so well by this way. … I had done felting, (before) but not in that sense, learning language. The camp in Pudasjärvi admittance centre for refugees. A professional worker showed and we did not learn language. That just was show and we worked. There was no language; not learning language … This is fit for men and women. (Woman c NUM A-kurssi)
It was good to tell about Aurora Borealis, so dark, kaamos –season. The story about Aurora Borealis, pictures, wool and everything was good. I learned a lot. It is very much helping when you say, and show. You unite, is a good colour, and unite everything; there are pictures in books, stories, slides, together the colours of wool. However, there must be someone who shows, speaks and writes. It is, yes, this is very interesting. (Woman d) 
Worked well, suited the theme, and was a good entirety. (Man from Great Britain).

(5.) What was your idea about learning language, and having the crafts/ textile material and colour impression as tool for learning in “Suomen askeleet” -course, spring 2013? Is craft man’s or women’s work, or both? 
Well, that depends, if I like doing that I will do it, but I already enjoined doing that. I think it suitable for men also, (man from Egypt “Suomen askeleet “-course, spring 2013)
It was good having the opportunity to correct Finnish learning. It was good to learn many new words. We could use them in exercises, too. To look at the colours, how they fit. In the beginning I did not understand, why the theme Aurora Borealis. Then: it was a good way to learn colours. Good theme, with lots of examples. (Russian woman 61)

I think the course was meant for more advanced Finnish speakers than I was but I feel it was very interesting and I have learnt something from it (Man from Great Britain).
This was a different craft, different use. I ask if the name should be different. I think it should. I have understood and I think that it is! It is very good that some person comes, you come and show, makes, and speaks at the same time, to demonstrate… then I know what it means and what this is, or that… good when speaks, says the word, that thing… then I can go deeper in the matter. I understood this thing. (Woman c; NUM A-course)
(6.) What did you learn about Finnish language by learning textile material and colour impression in “Suomen askeleet “-course, spring 2013? 

What did you learn about Finnish language when learning the textile material and colour impression?

I remember the Aurora Borealis, towels, felting. I remember the Easter time and willow twigs. The colour of the towel was soft blue. It was sea blue. The drawing I made on the towel was an old forest. The trees were falling down spontaneously. The forest like this in Finland and Russia is wilderness. I could embroider the Aurora Borealis (Woman 40, from Russia)
This kind of craft is different, suitable for men and women; we learn so many words, colours…we can use in social interaction… (Woman c, NUM A-course).

(7.) How did you think about the idea connecting the textile material and colour impression and learning the Finnish language by making the “Easter eggs” like Aurora Borealis -coloured felted “stones”? How did they work together? Other words: the theme Aurora Borealis and joining the language learning -situation together, did you find any associations about the theme?

It was an unusual idea but as we progressed, it was easier to understand the idea. The handcrafts were useful as it gives the student a better learning experience though touching the objects (British man).
This felting and theme from nature! Different from craft usually. I think this is so different and good way to use craft. Much more than just craft. I understood what it is: craft and language together. I think it is very good. …so good when you come and show, come and show by hand and talk, when show and tell then I know, what it means. I also make, talk and write, then goes deeper, together doing (craft) and language. There is no difference. This is suitable as well for men as women! (Afghan man C).
(8. a) *Interviewed: 

How did you feel about joining the idea about co-operationally felted wool (like Aurora Borealis) with learning language and learning textile material and colour impression? How did they work together?
It was nice, good. A new thing! I have learned, and liked. Colours, pictures, words together, so beautiful, so good looking. The stories first were difficult, then I understood, pictures, books, stories, slides, wool… (Woman C NUMA-course)
When watching different colours together. I feel peace inside me especially when you touch the soft skin of these things, and also I can feel the warmth of these stuff. When touching natural materials it gives you the warmth feelings (Man from Egypt “Suomen askeleet “-course, spring 2013)
(9.) Watching, seeing and observing the Aurora Borealis and the towel: how did you feel about working with the Aurora Borealis theme and impression with polar night (“kaamos”) -season and language learning? Did you find any associations, what kind of, connected with learning Finnish language and crafts? How did they work together, the Aurora Borealis theme, crafts/ textile material and colour impression and language learning?

When I look at the sky, and to watch that wonderful colours there… I feel that how much beautiful it is our world, and also I know that God’s hands have done all.

The teacher talked about the colours. And when two colours come closer to each other or mixed, and that gives new colour, and she talked about colours in the sky and the sun rays, and all of  these different colours can create a new beautiful shape; Like blue and  green, yellow and pink colour. And she gave us good ideas about what colour can we get if we mixed two different colours together, like blue and red is fuchsia, like Aurora Borealis.  (Afghan man “Suomen askeleet “-course, spring 2013)
